u New guidelines and template expected later in 2023 from federal Office of Research Integrity 

(ORI)
u New WSU policy pending ORI changes
u Changes will need to be approved also by ORI

u Clarifications
u Research misconduct inquiry/investigation is separate from personnel actions
u Research misconduct addresses the validity of the published research record and corrections as 

appropriate
